Inputs and Outputs
Inputs=factors of production
1)land: natural resources
2)labor: human time spent in production
3)capital: resources from the durable goods of an economy, produced in order to produce yet other goods.

PPF=the Production-Possibility Frontier

The concept of opportunity costs an be illustrated using the PPF.

Productive efficiency occurs when an economy cannot produce more of one good without producing less of
another good; this implies that the economy is on its production-possibility frontier.
