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[0 O Reference to previous and relevant research does not necessarily belong to the Introductionsection. As was
mentioned above, in many research papers there is an independent sectiontitled Background or Review of
Literature. If required, references can also be found in theother sections of the paper, for example, in the Discussion
or even the Conclusion sections. The main purpose of this section is to show how referencing is achieved no matter
wherethe reference is placed. There are mainly three ways of referring to other people s work when writing a
researchpaper. The most important point here is that one cannot include all of the information givenby any other
person who has done research on the same area. Only selected parts of theinformation can be provided in a direct
or indirect manner or they can be paraphrased orsummarized. Based on what method is used we can have 00 1 [
direct or indirect quotations,[1 21 paraphrasing other peoples words, and [ 3[] summarizing longer passages of
texts weare interested in. In the following sections each of the above methods is exemplified withreference to a part
of the Introduction or other sections of some published research papers.3.2.3.10 Direct and indirect
quotationsQuotations are not specific to the Introductions of research papers. We fred them in otherparts of the
same paper as well. Quotations, direct or indirect, always add weight to aresearch paper. Referring to other sources
of information on the topic under investigationshows that the writer is in control of her/his topic. The background
information on somesubjects/topics may be too large and therefore the young researcher has to choose thesources
that best support her/his arguments. After locating the relevant information, thewriter should record, directly or
indirectly, the ideas expressed and then use them in her/hisown paper. There is a large body of literature on how to
give direct or indirect quotationst] see Slade, 1997 for a thorough discussion of this.[] . In this paper we provide
someexamples of direct quotations from published research together with some discussion.
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
