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O O She hadO while a very young girllJ as soon as she had known him to be[J in the event of her having no
brotherd the future baronetl] meant to marry him; and her father had always meant that she should. He had not
been known to them as a boy[] but soon after Lady Elliot's death Sir Walter had sought the acquaintanced and
though his overtures had not been met with any warmthJ he had persevered in seeking itJ making allowance for
the modest drawing back of youth; and in one of their spring excursions to London[] when Elizabeth was in her
first bloomd Mr Elliot had been forced into the introduction.[] [0 He was at that time a very young man[J .just
engaged in the study of the law; and Elizabeth found him extremely agreeable] and every plan in his favor was
confirmed. He was invited to Kellynch Hall; he was talked of and expected all the rest of the year; but he never
came. The following spring he was seen again in town[d found equally agreeable[J] again encouraged invited
and expeaed[] and again he did not come; and the next tidings were that he was married. Instead of pushing his
fortune in the line marked out for the heir of the house of Elliot[] he had purchased independence by uniting
himself to a rich woman of inferior birth.[0 O Sir Walter had resented it. As the head of the housel] he felt that he
ought to have been consultedd espeaally after taking the young man so publicly by the hand; * For they must
have been seen together[] " he observed] ' once at Tattersall'sC] and twice in the lobby of the House of Commons.

This could not be
pardoned.[] [0 Such were Elizabeth Elliot's sentiments and sensations; such the cares to alloy[] the agitations to
vary[d the sameness and the elegancel] the prosperity and the nothingnessC] of her scene of life -such the feelings
to give interest to a longd] uneventful residence in one country aidel] to fill the vacanaes which there were no
habits of utility abroadd no talents or accomplishments for home to occupy.dJ O O O
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
