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Norman Holland: critics justify their explanations by referring to text and using accepted interpretive
procedures so that they will not be accused of subjectivity in a profession that prizes scientific, objective methods
(we are all charter members of the Society for the Suppression of Subjectivity). It was strikingly brilliant!!

Sartre: on the one hand, the literary object has no substance but the reader's subjectivity...but on the other hand,
the words are there like traps to arouse our feelings and to reflect them toward us...Thus, the writer appeals to the
reader's freedom to collaborate in the production of his work.
